	 It all started, of course, with a lie. 
	 On a slow news week between Christmas and New Year’s 
in 1929, reporters Otis Hulett, a noted prankster, and Manuel 
Hahn fabricated a news story about a lying contest between the 
Burlington police and fire departments. 
	 It seems the patrolmen and firemen, sitting around the 
station on a New Year’s Day, wanted to see who could 
fabricate the biggest lie. The winner, hands down, was the 
Chief of Police, who denied ever telling a lie in his life. 
	 Picked up by the news services, the story gathered 
enough interest that the Associated Press contacted Hulett 
the following year for the name of the new champion liar. A 
winner was selected and the contest was rolling. 
	 Each year lies poured into Burlington. Hulett formed a 
worldwide club whose membership was originally a lie and 
a thin dime. Today, inflation has pushed the one-time fee to a 
dollar, and of course, the lie. From the beginning, however, 
membership has been restricted to amateurs, thus, denying 
membership to politicians.
	 The club, now a non-profit corporation, still holds its annual 
contest, and the winning lie is announced each New Year’s 
Eve.

Bicycle Trails
	 No matter if you like your two wheels on the 
blacktop, back country roads or scenic bike trails, 
miles of trails provide a great two-wheel time for 
peddlers of all levels and are an excellent way to see 
many of the natural wonders of our area. Wild flowers, 
native birds, and picturesque landscapes combined with 
the fresh air, produce a healthy and leisurely activity 
that’s full of fun.

Seven Waters Trail
	 The Seven Waters Trail passes near: Wind Lake, 
Waubeesee Lake, Muskego Creek, Fox River, Long 
Lake Creek, White River and Echo Lake. 
	 The gravel trail begins at Highway 142 at Bushnell 
Park in the Town of Burlington, enters the City of 
Burlington near Riverside Park following the beautiful 
Fox River. The trail runs north along the east side 
of Highway 36 crossing Highway 36 to join a newly 
constructed segment in the Rochester area. This new 
segment of the trail winds through Saller Woods, 
connecting to Eagle Case Park, before joining the 
previous trail – to run north past Waterford and Wind 
Lake. Canoe and kayak launches have also been added 
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WHITE RIVER STATE TRAIL

The White River State Trail is operated by Walworth County and is 11.5 miles long. The western 
trailhead is at County Hwy. H south of the I-43 and US Hwy. 12 Interchange in Elkhorn. From 
Hwy. 12, take the County Hwy. NN exit west and then turn left (south) on Hwy. H. Go about 6 
miles south to the trailhead parking lot.

Hwy. H - MacLean Rd = 2.3 mi
MacLean Rd - Hwy. NN = 0.8 mi	 Bower Rd - Weeks Rd = 1 mi	 Hwy. 120 - Lyons = 3 mi
Hwy. NN - Bowers Rd = 1.3 mi	 Weeks Rd - Hwy. 120 = 0.5 mi	 Lyons - Spring Valley Rd = 2.6 mi
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to Case Eagle Park.  
	 The construction of the new 
segment, which is composed of 
blacktop, creates a seamless link 
from one end of the county to the 
other. The final segment of the trail 
is on the east side of Highway 36 and 
proceeds northward to the Waukesha 
County line (City of Muskego). 

White River Trail
	 Just a short ride from downtown 
Burlington, this crushed limestone 
trail begins at Spring Valley Road, 
just west of Burlington off Highway 
36 and goes through Lyons and 
Springfield. 
	 The route takes you past the 
“Pedal & Cup” (offering bike 
rentals, snacks and drinks May 
through September) in Springfield. 
The final segment of the ride runs 
into Burlington’s neighboring city of 
Elkhorn. Numerous bridges, scenic 
vistas, quaint towns, farmlands and 
wetlands offer great views along the 
way.

 After countless discussions 

and community meetings, City of 

Burlington voters will be able to 

weigh in on Echo Lake Dam’s long-

term future through a Nov. 8 advisory 

referendum, which presents a simple 

question.

 On Aug. 16, following multiple 

planning discussions and suggestions 

from an Echo Lake steering commit-

tee, the Common Council approved 

the following referendum language 

for placement on the Nov. 8 General 

Election ballot:

 “Echo Lake Dam needs signif-

icant repairs in order to make the 

dam comply with state law.

Advisory or binding

 The Common Council, according 

to city officials, opted for an advisory 

referendum instead of a binding ref-

erendum because of flexibility. 

 “Referendums can either be bind-

ing or advisory. A binding referendum 

is an election where there is a statuto-

ry or local requirement that make it 

binding,” the city stated on its web-

site, using examples such as exceed-

ing levy limits, where the Common 

Council must follow the outcome of 

the referendum. 

 “An advisory referendum allows 

the Common Council discretion to 

follow the recommendation of the 

electorate, but it is not required. An 

advisory referendum also provides 

flexibility to pursue a project where 

the exact costs are not known, such 

as when a project is conceptual, has 

not been fully designed, or has not yet 

bid.”
 City of Burlington officials, mean-

while, facilitated four referendum 

informational sessions at two venues 

– the Burlington Public Library and 

Veterans Terrace – in October. 

 The purpose of the informational 

meetings is to provide factual infor-

mation about the referendum process, 

describe the spillway compliance 

project options, and equip voters with 

the information they need to make an 

informed choice. 

 The meetings, however, were 

not designed to provide a platform 

for people looking to advocate for a 

specific project or offer public com-

ments.
